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1. On the Day of Arrival 

1.1 Visa Activation 

 
Non-local students will be issued a landing slip on arrival to activate 
the student visa when clearing immigration (sample of landing slip on 
the right). The landing slip bears your English name, travel document 
number, arrival date and your conditions and limit of stay in Hong 
Kong. You must keep the landing slip safe while you remain in Hong 
Kong. You must show the landing slip to institute staff during 
registration to demonstrate that your visa has been activated. 
Otherwise, you will not be allowed to attend classes. 
 
The landing slip is issued upon each arrival. No slip will be issued or 
your travel documents stamped for departure (with occasional 
exceptions for stamping of documents).  
 
Those who require a replacement landing slip may apply free of 
charge at the Extension Section, Immigration Department, 5/F, 
Immigration Tower, 7 Gloucester Road, Wan Chai, Hong Kong.
